The Integration  of Information  Communication

Technology _in our Curriculum

Each unit of work across the entire College has a key focus
on the development of ICT (Information Communication
Technology) skills. These skills are considered an invaluable
asset for students at all levels.

I would like to highlight some examples of how ICT skills are
developed via the Key Assessment Tasks of our Integrated
Studies Investigations.

Year 5s as part of their investigation entitled ‘What were the
milestones of our colonial history?’ have had great fun
taking digital photos of each other in role and colonial dress.
The children then use digital photo manipulation software to
alter the appearance of the picture to give it an authentic,
historic look.

Year 4s as part of their investigation entitled ‘How does it
work?’ are creating a digital ‘Photostory’ that when complete
will tell an interesting group narrative using sequenced
photos, music and spoken dialogue.

Year 1's as part of their investigation entitled ‘What lives on
the farm?’ create with their older class buddy a PowerPoint
Quiz that has action button and slide links so that it can be
used as a game where students follow clues to reveal the
identity of a mystery animal.

Preschoolers use digital microscopes to identify a variety of
plant and animal life.

Year 3's as part of their investigation ‘Why is water so
important?” make a brochure to display at Underwater
World. The brochure made with desktop publishing program,
‘Publisher’ is a report on a chosen animal that includes
important images collected via internet research.

The year 2's, like all classes across the College take
advantage of electronic 'Learning Objects’ to practise and
learn important skills. Learning Objects are ‘on-line’
interactive games/stories/books etc that definitely grab the
children’s attention.

Year 6's as part of the investigation ‘Professor, why is it
s0? are using digital cameras to take footage that they will
edit in Microsoft Moviemaker. The final 60 second clip of a
brief audience interactive science experiment will include a
variety of edited shots, images, sound effects, music and
narration.

School transport website for parents

As a parent, you have responsibility for providing or
arranging transport for your child to and from school.

To help make informed choices about safe transport
options, an internet website is available through the
Department of Education and the Arts.

It aims to assist parents, without removing their personal
responsibility for transporting their child to school.

The website includes a code of conduct that has been
developed to support appropriate behaviour of students on
public transport, and | encourage parents to discuss these
behaviours with their child at home.

It also contains information about the School Transport
Assistance Scheme that may be relevant for parents who
experience difficulties in getting their child to school.

Under the scheme, parents can request that an
assessment be undertaken at the school to determine
eligibility for transport assistance.

The factors that are taken into account in determining
assistance eligibility include:
. Your child has a verified diagnosed disability.
Your child's ability to travel independently
between school and home.
Your capacity to provide transport for your
child.
