Work Experience:

Senior Core Curriculum - , HOD Research & Discovery, , HOD World & Change

Senior Curriculum — Health, PE, Drama and Music

Year 10 at Chancellor State College is about preparing students for senior learning. It is important for students and parents to be
aware of all the options available so that they can make informed choices regarding future pathways. In coming newsletters we will
feature summaries of a range of subjects that may be offered to students in 2007. This is part of a more extensive range of
information that will be made available during term three via student and parent information sessions.

This newsletter’s focus will be on Health, PE, Drama and Music
WHY STUDY PHYSICAL EDUCATON?

Physical Education involves students learning in about and through physical activity. Physical Education focuses on the complex
interrelationships between motor learning, psychological and other factors that influence individual and team physical
performances. The course also focuses on the wider social attitudes to and understandings of physical activity.

Learning in, about and through physical activity will enable students to acquire knowledge, skills and understandings directly and
indirectly as they participate in and study physical activity. To allow students to develop as intelligent performers, the thinking skills
associated with the cognitive processes are part of the learning in Physical Education.

Students make meaning of complex understandings by providing connections with their real-life contexts. From this basis of
understanding, students can apply these experiences to increasingly diverse and less familiar circumstances. In this subject,
students learn to make judgements regarding their involvement in physical activity in a variety of roles such as participant,
spectator, official or observer.

These aspects of the subject will be demonstrated as students become involved in processes which could include planning
psychological strategies for pre-match preparation, examining the impact of gender stereotypes on participation in physical activity,
increasing their own physical fithess and developing an aesthetic appreciation of performance.

WHY STUDY HEALTH EDUCATION?

Health is a quality of life that is influenced by the interaction between individuals and their socio-cultural, physical, political and
economic environments. Through the study of Health Education, students develop a belief that through their own personal actions
they can achieve better health for themselves or for others.

Health Education helps students solve problems and make decisions about changes needed for their own health and for the health
of their community.

Health Education provides an excellent foundation for future careers in health areas such as health promotion, public health
administration, nursing, medicine, nutrition and dietetics, occupational health and safety, environmental health and allied health
professions.

WHY STUDY SPORT AND RECREATION?

The benefits of physical recreation, both to the individual and also to our society, have become increasingly obvious. This is
reflected in the growth of the sort and recreation industry as a source of expanding employment opportunities and in the
awareness that our society is carrying ever-increasing health costs incurred by those who have inactive lifestyles.

There is a need for people to act in ways that will result in a healthier community. The benefits of this will be both personal and
social.

This study area encourages students to appreciate and value their involvement in recreation activities and to continue their
participation in personal, employment and community activities in their adult life. Throughout the program of study, students
examine issues related to the study area core. These are: the effects of recreation on individuals and on communities; the role of
physical activity in maintaining good health; strategies to promote safety; and the personal and interpersonal skills needed to
achieve goals.

WHY STUDY DRAMA?

Drama is one of the oldest art forms known. It is the making and communicating of meaning involving performers and audiences,
engaging people in a suspension of disbelief in order for them to enter a fictional world. Drama provides a medium for exploration,
social criticism, celebration and entertainment and is explored through the dimensions of forming, presenting and responding.

WHY STUDY MUSIC?

Music is an integral part of everyday life, serving self-expressive, celebratory, social, cultural, political and educational roles. A
study of music helps students understand and heighten the enjoyment of the arts in their lives and the music heritage of a range of
cultures. Studying Music fosters students’ confident expression of their creativity and individuality through composing and
performing music to communicate feelings, thoughts and ideas, whether at home or in the wider community. Students become
adaptable and innovative problem-solvers, making informed decisions and, as inquirers, develop their ability to deconstruct and
critically evaluate. They are also encouraged to become adept in using various music-related technologies



Middle School Curriculum - , HOD
Teaching and Learning

Last year, students of Chancellor State College’s Middle
Campus participated in the Middle Years Ability Test
(MYAT) for the first time. The Middle Years Ability Test has
been designed by the Australian Council for Educational
Research (ACER) to provide information regarding student
achievement for students in the Middle Years of schooling.
As a Middle School we are committed to using as much
information as we possibly can in ensuring that in
developing our curriculum and learning practices we are
being “the best we can be.”

The Middle Years Ability Test consists of:
25 items testing literacy skills
25 items testing numeracy skills
25 items testing non-verbal reasoning skills

Chancellor State College is undertaking the Middle Years
Ability Test in order to establish cross-referenced data
regarding student achievement. This data will be used to
inform curriculum design to better suit students’ needs.
Data obtained from the test will allow us to track the value-
addedness of our curriculum programs over time. Year 8 &
9 students will complete the test over week 4 and 5 and
Year 7's, next term

allowing your student/s to sit the Middle Years Ability Test.

The
programs are run by our Student Services staff Dominic Towler (Guidance Officer), Kerry Percival (Health Nurse), Christina
Johnston (Youth Support Co-ordinator), and Roger Pearson (Behaviour Support Teacher), plus other staff from outside agencies. |
thought | would share with you some of the wonderful work we are doing to support our students in their learning and future well-
being.

The Rock and Water program  will start in week 3 with a group of year 8 and 9 boys. The program is nationally recognised and
highly regarded to develop students’ self awareness, self confidence and self- respect. A second Hope, Identity, and Purpose
(HIP) program will begin in Week 5 or 6 with two groups of girls in year 7 — 9. The program assists students to develop self-
confidence and improve their communication skills. The Peer Mentoring Program takes a group of students to the Primary
Campus to help a select group of Year 2 students learn to read. It also builds our Middle School students’ self-esteem and their
motivation to their own schooling. We had a group work at the Primary Campus last Term and have a new group starting next
week. Our Learning Support teacher Norith Ladner has helped with the program and will also begin a Social Skills Program  with
a few of her Year 7 and 8 students during lunch time very soon. Pathways Mentoring program has seen many of this year’'s
participants access work experience, develop resumes and link to CADET’s program Youth Pathways Program . Many of those
students are now part of the Plan Program which will begin this week for a small group of year 10 students. It focuses on
developing student skills in communicating, listening, and decision making.

Hepatitis B Immunisation is free at your G.P. foral |
13 yrolds provided you commence the course of three
immunisations before turning 14; and the good news is
that you may never need another booster if you have all
three now. In past years up t01200 Australians have died
from the long term consequences of Hepatitis B infection.
As a result all babies are now offered the immunisation
free. It is available free to13 yr olds because the majority of
cases occur in adolescents and young adults. They may
contract it from

- school yard or classroom accidents

- body contact sports

- tattooing, ear or body piercing

- sharing items such as toothbrushes

- unprotected sexual activity

- sharing needles, or having a needle stick

injury

In up to 60% of cases however the source cannot be
identified. Unfortunately if your child has already had their
14" Birthday each injection can cost $60. It is also
important to remember that to be fully immunised you need
to have all 3 doses of the vaccine.
