Senior Core Curriculum - , HOD
Research & Discovery, , HOD World & Change

Senior Curriculum — Science and Humanities

Year 10 at Chancellor State College is about preparing
students for senior learning. It is important for students and
parents to be aware of all the options available so that they
can make informed choices regarding future pathways. In
coming newsletters we will feature summaries of a range of
subjects that may be offered to students in 2007. This is part
of a more extensive range of information that will be made
available during terms two and three via student and parent
information sessions.

This newsletter’s focus will be on Science and Humanities.

Physics
Physics is the fundamental science in that its principles are
used to varying extents in other science disciplines. It is
more mathematical than other sciences and so students of
Physics can expect to use concepts from mathematics
subjects.
Physics developed particular methods and procedures that
valued precise measurement and highly reproducible
experiments, and developed a powerful and fruitful
partnership with mathematics. Physics is concerned with the
discovery, understanding and application of the fundamental
laws of nature.

Chemistry
The study of Chemistry enables students as rational and
creative thinkers to acquire knowledge and develop an
understanding of chemical aspects of their world through
processes of scientific investigation in real world contexts.

Biology
Biology is the study of the natural systems of the living
world. It is characterised by a view of life as a unique
phenomenon with fundamental unity.

The study of Biology provides students with opportunities to:
gain insight into the scientific manner of investigating
problems pertaining to the living world; experience the
processes of science, which lead to the discovery of new
knowledge; and develop a deeper understanding and an
enhanced aesthetic appreciation of the living world.

Science 21/Multistrand
Science 21 is an interdisciplinary science course that will
encourage students to develop a broad understanding of
science relevant to the young adult. It will enable students to
become knowledgeable and active participants in a
scientifically rich society.

Students will engage in learning through an inquiry-focused
approach, developing their ability to work and think
scientifically through real-life experiences.

Modern History
Modern History allows students to understand why the world
is the way it is. Students study a series of thematic units
and inquiry topics to determine how various people, places,
events and beliefs have shaped and influenced the world.

Ancient History
Ancient History delves into the lives, events, arts, conflicts
and empires of past civilisations so we can understand how
we have developed. Itis a fascinating area of study, full of
weird and wonderful stories about human endeavour,
achievement and disaster. The history of humankind from
the very earliest times is part of everyone’s heritage and the
study of the subject Ancient History ensures that this
heritage is not lost. (continued..)

Geography

Senior Geography is concerned with people in varied
environments around the world. Environments are the
surroundings we live in, including such things as
landforms, climates, settlements and our social
organisation. Studies in geography help us live our day to
day lieves by informing us about our local area and other
parts of the world. For example, knowing about the world
helps us understand

Differences in the quality of life among the people

of the world

The impact of human activities on Earth’s varied

enfironments.

Understanding these things about people and
environments enables the student of Geography to think
carefully about how the quality of human life might be
improved, about effective use of resources, and about
ways in which environments might be protected. Students
are also shown how they might participate in helping to
achieve these things.

Economics
Economics is essentially a study of how to use scarce
resources in the best way possible. Households,
businesses and governments are confronted with the
economic problem of alternative uses of their limited
resources. This course of study stresses the desirability of
having students understand the significance of economic
decision making. The syllabus emphasises the application
of economic skills and concepts to the problem and issues
facing Australian society. It helps senior students gain key
employment skills and competencies and to participate
effectively in and contribute to economic decision making.

Chancellor State College officially celebrated the Opening of their Bike Sheds on Friday 26 May. The College has been involved
with the TravelSmart program over the past three years with the main aims of the program being reducing car traffic congestion and
green-house gases and also addressing health issues in children. The TravelSmart program and funding initiated and supported a
wider community focus on these issues. Maroochy Shire Council and the University of the Sunshine Coast have worked with the
school and improved bike access through the University with extra funding for sealed bikeways and safe cycling routes to avoid
heavy traffic areas.

The Bicycle Education program from Years 4 — 10 has seen students trained and tested in bicycle safety and riding skills, making
use of 2 sets of 35 bikes, one based at each campus. Queensland Transport and Chancellor State College P & C have supported
construction of identical bike storage sheds at each campus at a cost of over $16 000.00.

The program ensures that students are able to gain access to education facilities and staff from either campus or USC within
minutes across the 3 kilometre distance. Senior students take responsibility for the maintenance of the bikes while parent
volunteers have been an integral part of the program. Chancellor State College received a National Award for Innovation in
Encouraging Cycling to School late last year recognising this unique program.

The College community has embraced the concept of riding to school so well that the amount of students riding to school as an
alternative mode of transport has increased by approximately 40 percent. This has then placed pressure on bike accommodation at
each campus with the shed being built.

Chancellor State College remains committed to the TravelSmart principles and will continue to encourage students and families to
seek alternate modes of transport to being driven to school. The College community hopes to continue expansion of the program
as the school grows and would like to acknowledge all partners in our success including TravelSmart, Maroochy Shire Council,
Queensland Transport — Safe Walking and Pedalling Program (SWAP), University of the Sunshine Coast, Education Queensland,
EDSCO, Chancellor State College P & C, parent volunteers, students and staff.
