Dear Community 
 
I would like to use this opportunity to highlight an issue that continues to 
concern the Administration and staff of the Secondary Campus.  
Specifically the transport of our students before and after school:

Hi Everyone 
 
Following on from the talk I gave last Friday (8 Sept 2006) to 
parents of Year 6 students about to see their son/daughter 
embark on the exciting transition to secondary school, I promised 
to commence regular feature articles around parenting themes.   
 
I spoke recently of the protective factors in providing ‘Educational 
Resilience’ for all students, as espoused by the reputable 
Associate Professor Andrew Martin (University of Sydney), in his 
book: “How To Help Your Child Fly Through Life: The  20 Big 
Issues”. 
This series of articles is from Michael Grose, a well known public 
speaker and author.  I find a lot of the stuff he covers is sensible, 
practical and helpful – hopefully you will to.  The topics we will 
cover include: 
 
 

·  Making a smooth start to secondary school 
·  Teaching young people to drink safely 
·  Helping young people make smart decisions 
·  Helping adolescents combat peer pressure 
·  How to stay close to your teenager (without smothering 

them to death) 
·  Playing the Puberty Game 
·  Do you ever feel like Attila the Hun? 
·  Talking about Sexuality 
·  Show me the money 
·  Help you young person to study smart 
·  The guide to safe partying 
·  Coping with the final years of schooling 

 
 
If you pick up one good idea or it gets us to rally think about some 
of our behaviours as adults, then it is worthwhile.  It is not about 
agreeing with everything he says, as I firmly believe parenting is a 
very difficult task and none of us have all of the answers to every 
challenge that comes our way.  You will find this sheet on the last 
page of each Newsletter. 
 

Code of Behaviour – Community Partnership  
 
A new Code of Behaviour will be introduced to all 
Government schools this semester.  At Chancellor State 
College, we are taking this opportunity to re-align our policies 
and procedures across both of our campuses.  We hope to 
gain a greater consistency and overtly align our new code 
with our stated and agreed values.  This is also an 
opportunity to review the College Charter and the aligned 
Student, Community and Corporate Services Charters. 
 
Whilst the Code of Behaviour will become our blue print for 
expected standards of behaviour, it will also be a values 
guide for the creation and maintenance of a culture of 
Excellence in Teaching and Learning.  A review of Teaching 
and Learning, a re-visioning exercise and a strategic review 
of our stated values and beliefs are a part of this process. 
 
A support plan for the diverse needs of our student body will 
continue to be developed.  A number of professionals 
currently provide a broad range of alternative support 
programs for our students.  This will continue.  We are 
currently exploring community-school partnerships to ensure 
that alternative programs for students and professional 
development opportunities for staff are being maximised. 
 
To this end, expressions of interest  are being called for 
applicators to receive $500 towards training in Youth at Risk 
programs.  School community members are invited to 
address three criteria in this application. 
 

1. Current experience in coordinating programs for 
Youth at Risk 

2. Willingness to provide training to school based staff 
3. Potential for this training to lead to the development 

of school/community programs in the future.
